*NEW CONTRACT*  NEW BASQUE INSTRUCTORS “Irakasle berriak”
If you are 16 or older and you are interested in learning Basque and becoming a Basque language instructor, this is a great opportunity. You do not need to be Basque; you just need to have the interest and the commitment. You will need to find your local Basque Center and interview with the president asking to sponsor you.

You will start learning Basque at home with an internet program and with the help of a Basque instructor in the Basque Country who will help you. This on-line program is on the web page of the organization for the learning and teaching of Basque called HABE. The webpage is called IKASTEN and you can find all the materials to learn Basque there. http://www.ikasten.ikasbil.net. You will need a password that you will receive once you enroll in this program called “Irakasle berriak”.

This program will start once we have a minimum of 12 students and will start again every 4 years. It is free for you as long as you complete 80% of the program. You will commit to work on the on-line program completing 1 chapter every 2 weeks (3 h/week) from Sep 15th to Dec 15th and from January 15th to May 15th (dates are subject to change) plus attending a barnetegi, or intensive course, * ONCE a year for a week*  between April and August (the most convenient date for the students) from Saturday to Saturday. You can bring your kids and there will be a person to take care of them, but you will be responsible for the travel and lodging expenses.   

Every year you will sign a new contract where you will commit to study Basque for 3 hours a week for a year and attend the barnetegis (intensive course). If the following year you are not able to take this commitment, you need to explain the reason and you will not signup, but you will not be breaking any contract, so you do not need to pay the penalization. HABE will pay for the materials, meals and the barnetegi site. The Basque Center will pay for the trips and later it will get that money back through the grant from the Basque Government. If there is no grant, the student or the Basque Center will pay for it. No personal expenses will be paid. You need to justify if you can not attend the barnetegi. You need to attend %80 of the hours of the barnetegis every year. 
If you start a new year and you can not finish it, your Basque Center will be responsible for paying the expenses of the course of that year, which are 400 euros. That is why your Basque Center needs to agree and sign every contract. HABE will write a letter to the Basque Centers twice a year in July and December sharing information about how the Basque learner is doing. Each new year will start on September 15th. You will work on 18 chapters every semester. 
After the on-line program is completed, you will teach Basque for a minimum of 2 years for a minimum of 3h a week. If you do not teach Basque after completing the process, the Basque Center will pay 400 euros. If the student breaks the contract at any time during the entire process, the Basque Center will never have to pay more than 400 euros.
