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* We use the verb IZAN as an auxiliar when the verb is INTRANSITIVE. This
means: If you ask WHAT? ( ZER? ) to the verb, there is not a possible response.
The question What? Just does not make sense.

Ni gaur Euskal Etxean egon naiz = Today I have been to the Basque Center
Zer egon zara? = What have you been?
Ez dago erantzunik = There is not answer.
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ZUEK ZARETE
HAIEK DIRA

*Some verbs that are always INTRANSITIVE and can never be transitive (IZAN)
ARE: Izan, etorri, joan, egon, irten...

* We use the auxiliar verb UKAN when the verb is TRANSITIVE. This means: If
you ask WHAT? (ZER?)to the verb, there is a possible response. Asking WHAT?
Makes sense.

Nik etxea erosi dut = I bought a house
Zer erosi duzu? = What did you buy?
Etxea = a house

*When we use the auxiliary UKAN, we need to add the ERGATIVE CASE (-K) to
the subject.

*Most of the verbs are TRANSITIVE. This means: The subject takes a —-K and the
auxiliary verb is UKAN. All the verbs composed by noun + EGIN or JO are
TRANSITIVES because the noun is the answer to the question WHAT?.

*Some verbs can act both ways: INTRANSITIVE AND TRANSITIVE.

Ni gaur esnatu naiz = I woke up today

Nik gaur umea esnatu dut = I woke up my child today
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
